We recommend that your child’s name be placed in all
costumes, shoes, accessories, and tights.

Place costumes in a garment bag with your child’s name
on the outside.

Pack accessories in a clear plastic bag with your child’s
name on the bag and on each item.

With many children in the dressing rooms it is easy for
items to be misplaced or switched around. Put names on
EVERYTHING!

Please do not wash costumes in your washing machine!

(Dry clean them only if absolutely necessary)

Costumes should be steamed and kept wrinkle free before
the pictures and the performance.

Recital dances have been started in all of our classes. We strongly
encourage you to have your child to practice at home.

If you need a copy of his/her music, please bring a blank CD to your
teacher and she will be happy to burn you a copy.

Please know that most of our recital music has been edited down to
the appropriate time length for recital dances (approx. 2 minutes) so
the versions you can find on YouTube or iTunes are not the ones they
will perform to in the show.

When the dances are finished, we will invite you in to record them so
your child can practice with the video. This is typically near the end of
March.

Please make every effort to have your child attend classes. New
choreography is taught every week and it is important your child and
the class that no one falls too far behind.

It is very important that your child practices every day to ensure he/
she will have confidence and be comfortable performing on the stage!
